RYS Field Procedures

Every coach should have a key which opens the equipment boxes at all RYS fields, and unlocks the goals.

Teams playing the first game on any given Sunday are responsible for setting up the proper size goals, corner flags and sand bags on the field.  Teams playing the last game on any given Sunday are responsible for putting away and locking up the goals and flags.

Teams playing non-Sunday games, typically on a Saturday, should be sure to allow extra time to set up the goals and flags, since teams practicing prior to your game may not have the field properly set up.

The last team practicing on a field on weekdays and Saturdays is responsible for putting away and locking up the goals and flags if they are set up on the field.  If you arrive at the field with the goals and any other equipment not in their proper storage spot, correct that situation before you leave the field.
Please pick up all garbage on the field and sidelines before leaving.

RHS Turf (New Procedure since Spring 2011):

NO DOGS ALLOWED ON SCHOOL GROUNDS.  No bicycles are allowed across the bridge onto the track/field areas.  Coaches playing on the turf field must inform their own team’s families as well as the opposing coach of this rule.  

We need to set up the goals and corner flags prior to each game, which is a departure from prior seasons.  The goals have rollers.  Either lift the goals up completely off the turf to move them, or use the rollers.  Do not drag the goals on the turf.  Use RYS turf field corner flags, which are stored in the Rye Rec shed by the tennis courts.  The last group needs to put the goals away, next to the concrete stadium stands by the entrance to the lockers under the stands.  The goals should be stored in such a way that they do not block the sand pits or the doors under the stands.  The last group also needs to bring our turf corner flags back to the Rye Rec shed.
RHS Upper Field: (We do not use this field in the spring)
The corner flags and sand bags are in the Rye Rec shed.  They should be locked in the shed after the last game.  The goals must be moved off the field and stored next to the gym building.  The goal should be standing upright, with the goal mouths facing toward the building wall, and the goals chained and locked together.  

Rye Rec:

The corner flags and sand bags are in the shed by the tennis courts.  They should be locked in the shed after the last game or practice.  Please keep the shed neat.  NOTHING should be put on top of the tennis roller machine.  
In the spring, all goals are to be stored by the maintenance shed; they don’t need to be chained and locked.  The goals should be stored standing upright, not face down.  
In the fall, goals are to be stored by the Midland Avenue fence, standing up, facing the fence, and locked to the fence (two goals on one chain).

Nursery:

The flags are in the box by the bathroom building.  They should be locked in the box after the last game or practice.  The goals should be moved off the field, one large and one small goal to the far end, facing the fence, chained to the fence and locked together, and the other large and small goals chained and locked to the wooden fence near the other end line by the parking lot, facing the wooden fence.
The keys to the bathrooms are in the same lockbox.  When you open the lid to the lockbox, the keys are on the inner ledge of the lid.  Bathrooms should be locked at the end of practices or games by the last team using the field.  Please be sure to return the keys to the lockbox and lock it up.  

Osborn:

The flags and sand bags are in the utility box.  They should be locked in the box after the last game or practice.  The goals should be moved to the Post Road side of the field, chained and locked, facing the fence and standing upright.

Sterling:

The goals (one large and one small one) should be moved back away from each end line as far back as possible against the fences, facing the fence and standing upright, and locked to the fences.  The flags and sand bags are in the lockbox at the field.  They should be locked in the lockbox after the last game or practice.  There is a key to the bathroom at the Disbrow baseball field in the lockbox.  
Rye Country Day School Turf Field: (We do not use this field in the spring)
RYS personnel should not touch the goals on this field.  The first RYS team to use this field should bring turf field corner flags from Rye Rec shed, and the last team to use this field should return those flags to the Rye Rec shed.
Holy Child Upper (Grass) Field

Use the small goals at the field.  Our games are always the first game on the field this fall.  You can leave the goals in place for the remaining games which are Harrison club home games.  Bring grass field corner flags from the Rye Rec shed, and return them to the shed after your games.

Stepinac High School Turf Field:

Goals will be either set up or close to the area where they need to be.  You can leave them on the field after your game.  The school will provide corner flags.  You may bring a set from the Rye Rec shed just in case, but please remember to return them to the shed if you do.  Only players and coaches are allowed on the field.  No sunflower seeds, cigarettes, cigars or chewing tobacco allowed.
