WORLD  CUP:
A house league in which travel players participate as their Saturday travel practice and intramural players as an intramural session.  If your child is already registered for fall/spring World Cup you should register only for intramurals.  If your child did not play in fall, please register for both intramurals and World Cup.  See age divisions above-if you would like to have your child play with their grade rather than by the above dates please note in comments section of the registration and we will make every effort to accommodate.  Please note World Cup is only for age groups 8/1/01-12/31/03.
***PLEASE NOTE 5-7th GRADERS WILL PLAY A MORE ADVANCED FORMAT.  IF 10 OR FEWER CHILDREN ARE REGISTERED FOR BOYS OR GIRLS SESSION, PLAYER WILL HAVE THE OPTION TO BE INTEGRATED INTO TRAVEL SOCCER PRACTICES IN THE APPROPRIATE AGE GROUP.   WE RESERVE THE OPTION TO CANCEL THE SESSION IF 10 OR FEWER PLAYERS ARE REGISTERED FOR BOYS OR GIRLS GROUP.

Your child will be on your team!  In addition, if one or more parents wish to coach together, please so indicate and we will make every effort to comply.

STAFF

Rye Youth Soccer is staffed and run primarily by volunteers headed by a Board of Directors who oversee policy and operations.  Patti Adimari is registrar.  Intramural commissioners will assist in running weekly sessions.  Jared Small is the professional member of our staff, whose experience as a player, coach and soccer instructor adds an invaluable aspect to our program.  Jared and his professional staff will make themselves available to intramural coaches each week for support and education.  High school students assist as coaches and referees and help set up and break down equipment.

VOLUNTEERS NEEDED

Volunteers are both welcome and necessary to the success of the program!  KEEP IN MIND THAT WITHOUT COACHES WE CANNOT HAVE A PROGRAM.  The following is a description of the positions needed:

COACH - promote children’s technical skills, soccer tactics and sportsmanlike behavior.  Encourage development of a positive soccer experience. Phone assistants and manager prior to opening day to delegate responsibilities.  Distribute trophies.

TEAM MANAGER - advise players of weather related cancellations.  Communicate drink schedule, equipment required and assist with distribution of jerseys and trophies.

GRADE COMMISSIONER - coordinate equipment and field assignments; assist in distribution of jerseys and trophies.  Oversee program and notify Intramural Chairperson of any coaching problems, accidents or program concerns.  Work with coaching staff to promote children’s technical skills.
